Lagoa Sunset Bikes

Rent bikes around Lagoa Rodrigo de Freitas at golden hour. 7.5 km loop, food
trucks and quiosques the whole way. The most relaxed two hours in Rio, Christ
visible the entire ride.

A Day at Rasta Beach

Chairs, cooler, BBE staff on the beach so you can actually swim. Optional
volleyball lesson with Jonas (former pro player) or soccer with Eze (former pro
footballer).

Posto 9 Ipanema - Gay Beach Scene

The rainbow-flag stretch of Ipanema beach. Daily gay social scene for decades,
mixed international and local crowd.

The Home

One of the biggest gay parties in South America. Big production, runs until 1pm
Monday. BBE guests get free VIP entry. Tickets sell out.

Club Florida

After-hours gay club. Lapa. Stays open until the sun is up.

Gay Nightlife Tour

A curated multi-venue gay night with someone who has been in this scene for 7+
years.

Black Cat - Botafogo

Thursday-night LGBTQ+ favorite in Botafogo. Mixed crowd, strong music
programming, walkable from the metro. Tickets, line skip, and a guide who
knows the door.

Everyday People Rio (November - Annual)

% Marquee weekend. The Everyday People crew brings their flagship to Rio
every November around US Thanksgiving, partnered with YOLO. Not a gay party,
but accepting of everyone and the gay scene shows up in force. Mixed crowd,
big production, the kind of event straight and gay travelers fly down for. Venue
varies year to year — BBE tracks the drop.

Gaup6 - Gay-Circuit Anchor (% Founder pick)

Bryant's favorite Rio gay-circuit party. 4 editions/year (NYE, Carnival, Pride, late-
winter Aug/Sept). Rio's circuit is meaningfully more diverse than other major gay
scenes worldwide. Venue varies every edition.

Black - Gay-Circuit Anchor

Anchor #2 of Rio's gay-circuit calendar. Same 4-edition rotation as Gaupd, on
separate weekends in the same windows.

Treta - Gay-Circuit Anchor

Anchor #3 of Rio's gay-circuit calendar. Separate production team and DJ
booking from Gaupé and Black. Distinct energy.

Oculus - Gay-Circuit Anchor

Anchor #4 of Rio's gay-circuit calendar. With Gaupd, Black, and Treta, these are
the four production parties that anchor the gay calendar. Same 4-edition rotation,
its own weekends.

Club Section Reservation

Bottle service section at the venue of your choice. Negotiated rate + 20% service
fee. Range depends on club.

Private Boat with Brazilian BBQ

Half day on Guanabara Bay. Captain, churrasco, drinks. Up to 12 people. Range
depends on boat size.

lemanija Festival - Salvador (Feb 2)

The single biggest Candomblé celebration in Brazil. Dawn at Casa de lemanja in
Rio Vermelho, white-clad faithful walking offerings to the sea, sometimes 500,000
people by afternoon. BBE coordinates respectful access through Sivaldo's
network. White clothes, head covered if possible, no plastic in your offerings, we
brief you fully.

Shopping Rio Sul - Near Leme**

The closest mall to Leme/Copacabana. Solid selection of Brazilian and
international brands. ** The tunnel walk between Botafogo and Rio Sul has
had safety issues, we don't walk it, we drive door to door.

Shopping Barra - The Biggest Mall

The largest mall in Latin America by retail count. Worth the drive only if you want
a full retail day or a specific brand we know isn't anywhere else. Best paired with
a stop at Pepino Beach on the way back.

Pre-Trip Swimwear - Local Designer

Order your beachwear from a Brazilian designer BEFORE you fly down, sized to
you, ready when you land. Standard styles or custom-designed pieces (bikinis,
sungas, board shorts, cover-ups). Bryant coordinates fittings and design tweaks
remotely.

Custom Havaianas Workshop

Design your own pair at the Havaianas concept store in Ipanema, pick strap
colors, sole patterns, charms, monograms. Done in 15-20 min. Your guide
handles the consultation in Portuguese. The most-photographed souvenir most
travelers take home.

Vintage - Brech6 Crawl

Three thrift stores in Santa Teresa, the favorite carioca pastime for designers,
stylists, and anyone hunting one-of-one pieces. 80s Brazilian denim, vintage
cariocan straw bags, old samba-school memorabilia. Bring cash; some shops
don't take card.
